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In 2023 we had one more perennial plant in this garden - Althea (hollyhock). Interestingly enough, that one plant
died over the winter, leaving only plants native to north america. Hollyhocks are native to Asia. Over the years we
have found that by far the best annual plants to supplement the perennial plants and attract hummingbirds are also

native to the new world continents!!
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
